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What is Disaster. 
A disaster is a sudden and great calamity, which causes deep distress to the  

persons. Disaster management in the person’s context envisages expeditious, 

effective and adequate relief measures in case of a disaster. The term disaster 

management first came to be used in 1886, and has since been in vague. In 

some respect this is a redefinition of an accident as a disaster. 

 

Chapter-1 

Disaster-Its Management 
Disaster implies great and sudden misfortune that results in loss of life, 

property etc. It is “a serious disruption of the functioning of a society, 

causing widespread human, material or environmental losses which exceed 

the ability of the affected society to cope using its own resources.” To be 

precise, disaster may be defined as a catastrophe, calamity or mishap, a 

grave occurrence which causes loss of life, human suffering, damage to and 

destruction of property, and /or which disrupts the normal functioning /or 

degradation of environment and/or which disrupts the normal functioning of 

societies, Government and /or communities and/or adversely affects 

individuals and families with severity and it includes any or more of the 

occurrences.

Though the environmental hazards and disaster whether natural or man 

made are generally destructive and disastrous to bio logical communities,

Whatever the positive consequences of these events they are undoubtedly 

deadly and devastating and should be managed in time so that the entire 

humanity, affected by these events, could survive.

Further, the following may be enumerated as goals of any disaster 

management plan. 

1. To improve the capacity of each unit ¼ District, State, Country ½ 

against natural disasters with establishment of early Warning systems. 
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2. To disseminate existing and new information related to assessment, 

prediction, prevention and mitigation of natural disasters. 
3. To develop measures for the assessment, prediction, prevention and 

mitigation of natural disasters through various modalities and 

demonstration projects. 
4. To foster science and technology aimed at closing critical gaps in the 

knowledge to reduce natural disasters. 
5. Eco- friendly developmental programs should be launched to reduce 

the man made disaster. 
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Chapter-2 

Need for Disaster Management Plan 
 Over the recent decades there has been an alarming increase in the 

occurrence of natural disasters and the magnitude of their social, economic and 

environmental impacts. This extensive damage to lives, property and 

livelihood of the affected communities has turned back the development clock 

of the areas by decades. At the same, it has necessitated the need of talking 

measures with great promptness, which could prevent and mitigate the 

disastrous effects of such happenings, as the vagaries of nature as such are 

beyond human control and cannot be stopped. Hence, there is a concerted and 

serious effort at all levels-national, regional and local to formulate plans 

pertaining to such steps and measures. It has to be accepted that the variables 

involved in these events and consequently in the measures will always hamper 

‘the plan’ to get a final shape and will have to be evolved, developed, 

improved and re-improved over the years. Hence, to go further, a beginning 

has to be made and it is exactly ‘the same’ which is being made through this 

document, named ‘District Disaster Management Plan’ for Panchkula district. 

The District Disaster Management Plan  has been formulated with a view 

to have an exact idea of the natural hazards to which Panchkula district is 

prone and also to enlist the resources available and detailed to combat this 

menace and to mitigate and minimize the loss of life and damage of property. 

The plan also provides for regular and effective training of Government 

officials and volunteers. It incorporates relevant details of precautions, Do’s 

and Don’ts and various disaster-situations so as to enable the officers / 

employees and Volunteers engaged in Disaster Management and also the 

inhabitants of the affected area to avoid /mitigate the damages resulting from 

the afflicting disaster by following them. 
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Chapter -3 

Panchkula District- Some Facts 

 
 Panchkula district came into being on 15th August, 1995 as the 17th 

District of Haryana. With its two sub-divisions of Panchkula and Kalka, 

the area of the district touches the boundaries of Punjab, Himachal 

Pradesh and Union Territory of Chandigarh. 

 It is believed that the name Panchkula is the modified version of 

‘Panchkools’ ¼ five wells ½ constructed by the Pandavas during the 

period of their exile. Panchkula has historical as well as mythological 

significance as evidenced by Pinjore Garden, Fort of Morni, Tikkar Tall 

of Morni, Fort of Raipur Rani, Gurudwara Manak Tabra ,Gurudwara 

Nada Sahib, Temple of Mata Mansa Devi ,Temple of Kali Devi, Chandi 

Devi, Shiv Mandir at Saketri, Dhara Mandal at Pinjore , Temple of 

Samlasan Devi and Devi Mandir at Trilokpur. 

 Perhaps the strategic and pollution free location of Panchkula town is 

the main attraction for many Boards and Corporations and Government 

Department to locate their headquarters at this place. Besides,there is a 

‘Cactus Garden’ spread over 6 acres of land in Panchkula which is the 

largest in Asia. The district also has on ‘Bir Shikargah Wild Life

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Chapter-4 
Panchkula-Its vulnerability 

  
According to vulnerability Atlas of India prepared by Building Materials and 
Technology Promotion Council ¼ BMTPC ½ India, the state of Haryana is 
vulnerable to floods and is at point 3 of the earthquake scale of 1 to 
5.Panchkula district is also vulnerable mainly to floods. The Shivalik foot 
hills of Panchkula being part of seismic zone are also within the range of 
being struck by earthquake. Landslides ¼ Owing to heavy rains ½, 
lightening and forest fire are other hazards to which Panchkula is vulnerable. 
To assess and appreciate the disaster management plan, it would be proper to 
know about the nature of these hazards and their frequency of occurrence in 
Panchkula District. 
Earthquake:  An earthquake is a motion of the ground surface, 
ranging from a faint tremor to a wild motion capable of shaking buildings 
causing gaping fissures to open in the ground. Earthquakes strike suddenly 
without warning and unpredictably. Therefore, preventive measurers for 
ensuring safety of buildings, structures, communication facilities, water 
supply lines, electricity and life are of utmost priority. 
Floods: Flood simply means inundation of extensive land area with 
water for substantial period in continuation. Flood is a natural phenomenon 
and is a response to rainfall but it results into ‘disaster’ when it causes loss 
of human lives and property. 
 Panchkula District is situated in the foothills of the Shivalik ranges 
and a number of rivers and seasonal rivulets flow through the district, which 
basically drain out almost all the rain waters from the hills. Main rivers 
flowing through the district are Ghaggar , Tangri , Kaushalya, Jhajra and 
Sarsa. Heavy rainfalls generally lead to the flood- like situation in some 
areas. Though there is no major problem of floods in this district, yet the 
year 2004 witnessed very heavy rainfalls in the entire district,  which led to 
flooding of water in almost entire Panchkula town. The rivers flowed 
beyond their capacity and caused heavy loss to property and disruption of 
normal life of the people. So much so, people living in areas like Indra 
Colony Rajiv Colony and Budanpur in Panchkula had to be evacuated and 
given shelter in temporary camps in school. It would be proper to 
incorporate the report of the D.C Office sent to the Financial Commissioner 
& Principal Secretary to Government, Haryana, Revenue Department, 
Chandigarh vide memo No. 1610/FRA/2004, dated Panchkula, the 10th 
September,2004 to have a fair idea of the damage caused by the heavy rains.

Besides above, this incessant and heavy rainfall on 2.8.2004 and 
3.8.2004 ¼day& night½ led to land slides and damaged the unmetalled 
path/jeep able roads maintained by the Forest Department. The dam bodies 
of Nada Dam 1,2,4 and Kahiwala Dam were damaged and the Choki Dam 
¼Deviwala Choe½ was completely washed out. 
 Though, this heavy rainfall was an exception and there is no guarantee 
as to non-repetition of such occurrences. The rainfall chart of Panchkula is 
given below to know the trends of rainfall.

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In fact in 2010 also there were heavy rainfall, which led to large sliding of 
hills immediately above the village Khera Sita Ram ¼Kalka½ and the 
Sukhna Choe near Kali Mata Mandir,Kalka. Some houses were damaged in 
it. Prior to this in 1995 similar slides of hills in village Godam took place 
and a number of houses were buried in debris /soil. In 2005, the kiratpur 
bridge on NH 21 A ¼Pinjore-Nalagarh½ had scoured due to heavy rains in 
the hills of Himachal Pradesh which caused excessive water flow in the 
river. The traffic had to be closed for three days on this bridge. Actually, 
during rainy seasons, heavy rains in Morni Area and other hilly areas cause 
landlines damaging roads etc. and thus disrupting communication with these 
areas for days together. 
Lightening : is a flash of  light in the sky caused damage to houses and 
households of various persons. Though the extent of loss has been feeble in 
the past, yet huge losses in future cannot be ruled out. 
Cloud- burst: implies excessive and incessant rains for hours together. 
fire ¼Forest fire½ Forest fire is caused in the forest through 
negligence, friction etc. mainly in the  summer season. It is of three types –
ground fire, middle storey fire and crown fire. In Panchkula district crown 
fire is rare. The ground fire most common and has caused damage in the 
past.

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Chapter-5 

Administrative set-up    District Panchkula 

Administrative set up to combat Floods in Panchkula District is as under 

Panchkula District has four Development Blocks.  There will be six base 

control rooms at ‘A’ level (Block level).  They will disseminate the 

information to ‘B’ level Control rooms, which are at tehsil offices.  The ‘C’ 

level Control rooms will be Sub Master Control rooms for each Sub 

Division which have the power to decided on the spot about the course of 

action to be taken and then in all cases to inform the master Control room at 

‘D’ level which is situated at Deputy Commissioner’s office, Panchkula 

(Tehsil Building).  Besides the Revenue Development Branch Control 

Room, the drainage deptt. will have its communication net work at Key 

points.  For Tangri river the point will be Barwala Bataur Bridge.  Wolkie-

Talkie sets are set to be provided by the drainage deptt.  where necessity 

arises. 

 Wireless network of Forest Department will also be used for passing 

information regarding rainfall in the Morni Hills.  Divisional Forest Officer, 

Morni at Pinjore will depute the forest officials of Morni Block who are 

having wireless sets for giving information in respect of their area regarding 

(a) the time of starting, of rain if it continues for more than 30 minutes (b) its 

intensity and (c) land sliding causing harm to the public. 

 The above mentioned information shall be passed on by Morni 

Control Room of Forest Department to the Control Room of ‘A’, ‘B’, ‘C’ 

and ‘D’ levels immediately. 

 The Executive Engineer Ghaggar Dam Division, Panchkula will make 

use of the irrigation Telegraph network on the receipt of high flood warning 

when the discharge exceeds 30,000 cusses.  The ‘D’ level Control Room 
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will be informed which in turn will arrange for Public help for the effected 

areas.  The onus of taking preventive measure will be on ‘B’ level Control 

Room Sub Divisional Officer (Civil), where the respective Sub Divisional 

Officer (Civil) will take all necessary action to meet the threat.  The Block 

Development & Panchayat Officer will ensure vide publicity of high floods 

in affected area.  Block Development & Panchayat Officer will also make 

arrangements to stag sand bags insufficient numbers in advance so that the 

same could be used at the time of necessity. 

Communication Net – Work at various levels will be as under: - 

1. District level Control Room ‘D’ level at Tehsil office in Deputy 

Commissioner, Panchkula under the control of District Revenue 

Officer, Panchkula. 

2. Police Control Room at the office of Superintendent of Police, 

Panchkula. 

3. Sub Divisional Control Room at the offices of Sub Divisional 

Officer (Civil), Panchkula and Kalka. 

4. Tehsil level Control Room in the office of Tehsildars, Panchkula and 

Kalka ‘B’ level. 

5. Block level Control Rooms in the offices of BDPO’s, Raipur Rani, 

Barwala, Pinjore and Morni ‘A’ level. 

6. Irrigation deptt. Control Room at Ambala and Panchkula. 

 
The duties of the officer Incharge at various levels will be as under.   

The Officer Incharge of Flood Relief branch will be the officer incharge at 

District Level Control Room.  He will be assisted by the Assistant 

Superintendent Revenue, Deputy Commissioner Office and Flood Relief 

Assistant.  At the Sub Divisional level Control Room the respective Sub 
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Divisional Officer (Civil), will be the over all in charge of the control room.  

Similarly, at the Tehsil level the respective Tehsildar and at the Block level 

the respective BD&PO will be incharge at his Head Quarter.

receipt of high flood warning exceeding 30,000 cusecs.  The Deputy 
Commissioner should be informed by the quick means even though he may 
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not be at the head quarter, like wise the Superintendent of Police will be 
informed who will arrange for necessary Police help where necessary. The 
Tehsildar BD&PO/SHO concerned will make arrangements of publicity in 
the event of high floods. All these offices at field level will have complete 
coordination with each other. The Superintendent of Police, Panchkula will 

arrange to install wireless sets at prominent places like Barwala. Morni 
where Police Stations are not available. 
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Chapter-6 

Control Rooms    
Establishment of control rooms is imperative for smooth implementation and 
co-ordination of disaster management operations to be undertaken by 
various departments / Agencies. At the same, it shall also ensure the 
authentic inflow and out flow of disaster and relief operations related 
information. For this purpose. . there shall be five control rooms at the 
Tehsil /Sub Tehsil level as under :-

� Contents of the information. 
� Time of informing the Tehsildar/ Naib Tehsildar and BD&PO about 

the information received. 
 The register shall be handed over to the employee on duty in the next 
shift for similar action. 
 The Tehsildar / Naib Tehsildar and BD& PO shall inform the Deputy 
Commissioner of the occurrence immediately. 
 The information received in the control rooms of police and drainage 
department shall be immediately transmitted to the Deputy 
Commissioner, Panchkula and Tehsildar/ Naib Tehsildar and BD&PO of 
the area of occurrence. 
 In case the effect of occurrence of disaster is severe and involves loss 
of human lives and property on a large scale, the Control Room at 
Panchkula Tehsil shall be converted into. the main Control Room and 
District Revenue Officer shall take charge as coordinator of this control 
room. Apart from this , three other control rooms shall be set up as 
under:- 
 

1. Sub Control Room No 1 This control room shall act as liaison 
office for procurement and supply of manpower , food- articles and 
tools and equipments required for search &  rescue operations and 
relief operations. In coordination with the rescue & relief team 
working on the site, this control room shall ensure dispatch of 
manpower, food- material, tools & equipments to different sites 
/places. To obtain this objective, it shall:-

� Keep a list of volunteers /employees trained for search and rescue 
operations. 

� Inform them to assemble at the place of main control room from 
where they shall leave for sites. 

� Maintain an inventory of relief /aid required, relief/aid arranged by 
officers/ agencies of the district administration and relief /aid received 
from NGO’s, welfare organization and from agencies outside the 
district. 

� Provide information kits to each party containing information 
regarding area allotted to the party, its Distance, map, affected 
numbers of persons, list of name and address of officials and agencies 
at the district level.

� To maintain a list of dead / injured person and release it to the media

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Chapter -8 

SOP: Standard Operating Procedures. 
1. Keeping in view the probability period of various disasters, particularly 

when there is flood, earthquake or cyclone warning, the field – 
functionaries should be put on alert.  

2. Whenever any information regarding occurrence of any hazard / disaster 
is received, the Tehsildar / Naib Tehsildar and B.D. & P.O of the 
concerned area, shall move alongwith the field functionaries to the site of 
occurrence. 

3. He shall inform the control room, if information is not received through 
control room, about the information which in turn shall inform the Deputy 
Commissioner at Office or Camp office as well as the police control room. 

4. The Police Control Room shall ask the S.H.O of the concerned area to 
rush to the site of occurrence alongwith police party of five six persons. 

5. The Tehsildar / Naib Tehsildar or Block Development & Panchayat Officer 
shall assess the extent and gravity of the occurrence and its likely impact, 
in case, it is felt that the magnitude of the event is not likely to increase 
and In cause further loss and can be mitigated / controlled by taking some 
precautions with the help of local community, he will mobilize the 
community and take necessary steps. 

6. In case, it is felt that the occurrence is likely to persist and loss of life and 
property is to aggravate further, he will immediately inform the Control 
Room at Panchkula Tehsil and Deputy Commissioner about his 
assessment of the situation and the kind and extent of help required. 

7. The Control Room at Panchkula shall at once get converted into the Main 
Control Room and District Revenue Officer will take charge of it. 

8. All the concerned departments like Drainage, Police, Health, Food- 
Supplies, Transport, Red Cross Society etc. Will be activated. The officers 
of these departments will contact the Main Control Room and know about 
the requirements pertaining to their departments. 

9. The concerned departments will press into service their paraphernalia as 
per their contingency plan commensurate with the extent of loss caused 
and likely to be caused in terms of loss of human lives, animals, property 
and infrastructure. 

10. In case search and rescue operations are to be undertaken, the 
manpower of trained police, home- guard and civil – defense personnel 
and other volunteers shall be detailed for duty through sub control room 
no. 1 as mentioned earlier. 

11. The team at the site shall be immediately strengthened by the Main 
Control Room. The man – power shall need to be increased further if the 
loss goes on increasing. For this, it shall be better if the departments 
visualized their requirements for different scales of loss, say for 
occurrence affecting 100 people, 500 people, 1000 people, so on and so 
forth. 
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The Department specific SOP’s shall be as under. 
Police Department 

1. The superintendent of Police shall immediately detail the police-personnel 
for performance of search and rescue operations and direct them to report 
to Sub control Room No.1. 

2. The team of police-personnel shall work under the supervision of officer –
in –charge of the rescue and relief operations at the affected site. 

3. Separate police staff shall be deputed for law and order duty in the 
affected area because the mingling of law and order duty in the affected 
area because the mingling of law and order duty staff and search and 
rescue operation staff shall hamper the working in both areas. 

At the time of crises, maintenance of law and order has its own significance 
and benefits. 

Food and supply 
1. District food & supplies controller should check availability of food- articles 

like wheat floor, rice, dal and kerosene tent shamianas etc. with 
concerned dealers. 

2. He shall himself or through a responsible officer contact the dealers, visit 
their Godowns and verify the stock. 

3. The District food & supplies controller shall put one officer on duty at the 
place where dealers’ Godowns are situated and inform his contact number 
to the main control room. 

4. He shall start movement of food stock and K- oil from Block Hqr. to the 
affected areas/ camps (if any) as per requirement. 

5. He shall start movement of food stock and K-oil from District Headquarter 
to the Block- Headquarter to the affected site. 

6. He shall start movement of gunny bags in case of flood. 
Health 

1. Stock of medicines, bleaching power and halogen/ chlorine tablets be 
checked and if necessary immediate requisition be sent. 

2. Start movement of medicines, bleaching powder etc. to the PHCs / CHCs 
and to affected areas. 

3. Ensure that M.O.’s are in place at the PHC and CHCs. 
4. The Civil Surgeon shall constitute teams of Medical and para Medical staff 

for affected site and relief Camp/ Camps and make them rush to the 
place. 

5. Duties mentioned in chapter 7 shall be taken care of as per requirement of 
the situation. 

Veterinary 
1. The Deputy Director shall constitute team of veterinary surgeons for 

affected areas and camps. 
2. The team shall rush to the concerned place of its duty. 
3. The medicines shall be supplied to the affected areas through Sub Control 

Room No. 1 as per requirement. 
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4. The team shall conduct post – mortem and arrange safe disposal of 
carcasses in consultation with the officers of district administration 
available on the site. 

Red cross Society 
1. The secretary shall take care of movement of ambulances to affected site 

to ferry the injured persons for treatment to nearby hospitals etc. 
2. The search and rescue team on the site will prioritize the shifting of injured 

persons in the following manner by applying a color- tag. 
A.  Red Tag: Patients having first priority for evacuation. These may 
include patients with breathing problems, cardiac arrest. 
B. Green:  Patients having second priority for evacuation. Such patients 
need care, but the injuries are not life threatening. The injuries may be 
second and third degree burns, moderate loss of blood. 
C. Yellow: Having third priority. Persons with minor fractures, burns etc. 
D. Black:  Dead persons. 

XEN ( PWD ) B&R / XENS, HUDA 
1. He shall provide the gang of workers for removal of debris and rescue of 

persons buried under the debris of crashed buildings etc. 
2. He shall arrange and rush the tools and equipments needed for search 

and rescue operations and for restoration of damaged infrastructure. 
  Similarly, as enumerated in earlier chapters the other departments 
like Public Health, UHBVN shall take steps to restore the damaged 
infrastructures pertaining to their departments. XEN ( UHBVN ) shall also 
ensure supply of electricity to the affected site and relief camps. In case, 
electricity can not be supplied through the network of the department, he shall 
arrange generator sets for the purpose. 
  The departments shall depute field staff for keeping vigil of their 
installations and for taking steps to the protect them from damage likely to be 
caused. 
  It is pertinent to emphasize that the members of search and rescue 
and relief teams shall keep in their minds the do’s and don’ts being 
enumerated in the succeeding chapter. It shall be the duty of each team – 
leader to impress upon the members of their teams about the advantages of 
adhering to the Do’s and of shunning the Don’ts. The precautions to be taken 
in different contexts also find mention. These put in practice would certainly 
ensure prevention of aggravation of the situation of disaster. It shall be duty of 
the District Administration to carry at out awareness generation as a part of its 
duties. Pamphlets containing do’s / don’ts, precautions etc. to be printed and 
distributed among the general public. The mock drills / exercises of disaster 
management plan should be carried out in such a manner which does not 
create unnecessary panic.  
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Chapter -9 

Self Training 
 The District Administration has tied up with the authorities of the ITBP at 
Bhanu for imparting training to the employees / volunteers to equip them with 
skills to combat the aftermaths of any disaster. However, some of the tips in 
the shape of precautions, Do’s and Don’ts , have been included in this plan 
which may be used as a mode of  ‘ Self Training ’ by all concerned. 
Do’s and Don’ts in Floods. 

Do’s  Don’ts 
Listen to the Radio / TV / Public Addressing 
system for advance information and advice. 

Do not enter floodwater on foot if you can 
avoid it. 

Disconnect all electrical appliances and 
move all valuable personal and household 
goods and clothing out of reach of 
floodwater, if you are warned or if you 
suspect that floodwaters may reach the 
house. 

Never wander around a flooded area. 

Move vehicles, Farm animals and moveable 
goods to the highest ground nearby. 

Do not allow children’s to play in, or near, 
floodwaters. 

Turn off electricity, gas if you have to leave 
the house. 

Do not drive into water of unknown depth 
and current. 

Lock all outside doors and windows if you 
have to leave the house. 

Do not eat food or drink water, which is 
affected by floodwater. 

If you have to evacuate, do not return until 
advised. 

- 

Do’s and Don’ts in Earthquake. 
Do’s  Don’ts 
Listen to the Radio / TV / Public Addressing 
system for advance information and advice. 

Do not run and do not wander round the 
streets. 

Teach all members of your family how to 
turn off the electricity, water and gas 
supply. 

Keep away from buildings, walls, slopes, 
electricity wires and cables & stay in the 
vehicle. 

Protect yourself by staying under the lintel 
of an inner door, in the corner of a room, 
under a table or even under a bed. 

Do not rush to the doors or exists never use 
the lift. 

Stop the vehicle away from building, walls, 
slopes, electricity wires and cables. 

Avoid places where there are use electric 
wires and do not touch any metal object in 
contact with them. 

Leave your badly damaged house. Do not re-enter badly damaged buildings 
and do not go near damaged structures. 

Collect water containers, food items and 
ordinary and special medicines. 

- 

Search and Rescue. 
Duties of a Rescuer:   
   The first job of a rescuer is to assess the area so as to save 
time, which would help in effective response. It is very important for a rescuer to 
collect information on the extent of damage, approach to the damaged area, 
particulars of the damage and understand if any further damage is likely to occur. 
Precautions. 
  Some precautions need to be taken while rescuing a person from a 
building in the following situations. 
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Before entering a building. When entering the damaged 
building.  

While moving inside the 
damaged building. 

----Observe the construction 

of the building and 
collapsed portions. 

----Check whether the walls 

need any support. 

----    Be careful for possible 

hazards, which may occur 
from weak structures. 

- Use a helmet. 

----Work in pairs – do not 

move. alone. 
- Listen for possible sounds. 
- Keep calling. 
- Do not touch or disturb 
any damaged walls or 
blocked doors which are 
broken and / or projecting. 

- Do not ignite fire. 
- Keep close to the walls. 
- Be careful in all of your 
movements. 
- Do not pull anything 
projecting out from the 
collapsed portions. 

 
Do’s and Don’ts for Search and Rescue Operations. 
 
Do’s  Don’ts 
Keep calm. Do not panic. 
Make a thorough assessment prior to 
rescue. 

Do not start rescue until you are equipped 
with adequate information. 

Keep as near to the wall on damaged stairs 
as possible. 

Do not pull timber out of the wreckage 
indiscriminately. You may cause further 
collapse. 

Take maximum safety while removing 
debris from the vicinity of the casualty. 

Do not carelessly move an injured casualty 
unless the person is in immediate danger. 

Proper examination of the casualty. Do not expose to further possible injury. or 
adverse conditions. 

Provide First Aid, check and facilitate 
proper breathing. 

Unless absolutely necessary do not crawl 
over the debris or on the damaged 
structure. 

Cover with a blanket or tarpaulin etc. and 
protect the casualty from further injury. 

Do not touch live electric wiring. 

Use sharpened tools carefully when moving 
the casualties. 

Do not touch live electric wiring. 

Loosen the clothing and keep the patient 
lying down and warm. 

- 

Give artificial respiration, if required, and 
control bleeding. 

-

Personal Equipments for Rescuer. Team Equipments for Rescuer. 
Helmet. Rope. 
Torch. Ladder. 
Gum – boots. Pulley. 
Life jackets. Small cutting tools. 
Whistle. First Aid Box.

 Stretcher. 

 
First Aid. 
First Aid has the following main objectives: 

1. To preserve life. 
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2. To prevent the victim’s condition from worsening. 
3. To promote recovery. 

Action Plan. 
This Action Plan is a vital aid to the first aider in assessing whether the victim has 
any life – threatening conditions and if any immediate first aid is necessary. 
They are ‘DRABC’ 
D – Check for DANGER. 

� To you 
� To others 
� To victim 

R – Check RESPONSE. 
� Is victim conscious? 
� Is victim unconscious? 

A – Check AIRWAY. 
� Is airway clear of objects? 
� Is airway open? 

B – Check for BREATHING. 
� Is chest rising and falling? 
� Can you hear victim’s breathing? 
� Can you feel the breath on your cheek? 

C – Check for CIRCULATION. 
� Can you feel a pulse? 
� Can you see any obvious signs of life? 

Fainting or losing consciousness. 
 
Fainting is a brief loss of consciousness and is the result of an interference with 
the function of the brain. These are many causes of unconsciousness, the most 
common of which are: fainting, head injury, epilepsy, diabetes and conditions 
associated with lack of oxygen. If you have seen a person fainting then: 
 
Do’s  Don’ts 
Catch the person before he / she falls. Don’t give the patient anything to eat or 

drink. 
Pinch the person and see if it moves or 
opens its eyes. 

Don’t allow the person who has just fainted 
to get up until the victim is fully conscious. 

Examine the injuries and causes of 
unconsciousness. 

If the area is warm, don’t crowd around the 
victim. 

Keep head back and keep arms at right 
angle to body. 

- 

Raise the legs 8-12 inches. This promotes 
blood flow to the brain. 

- 

Loosen any tight clothing. - 
Keep the victim warm if it is cold outside. - 
Keep a record of the casualty’s condition. - 
Keep a record of the casualty’s condition.  
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Burns. 
 A burn is damage to the skin caused by contact with dry heat. It may be 
caused by fire, flames, stream, hot liquids, hot metal, sunlight, electricity or 
chemicals. 
The degree of burn varies: 

1. First Degree (Superficial) – Involves only top layer of the skin and is red 
and dry and the burn is generally painful. The area may swell. Most burns 
are first degree burns. 

2. Second degree (Partial – Thickness) – Involves both the epidermis and 
dermis. The area is red and blisters may open and deep fluid, making the 
skin appears wet. These types of burns are usually painful and the area 
often swells. 

3. Third Degree (Full - Thickness) – Destroys both the layers of the skin with 
muscles, bones, blood vessels and nerves. These burns may look brown 
or charred with tissues underneath sometimes appearing white. 

Do’s  Don’ts 
Immediately immerse the burnt area in cool 
water or by applying clothes soaked in cool 
water. 

Don’t place a burn under extreme water 
pressure. 

Remove jewellery and constrictive clothing 
before swelling or blisters occurs.  

Don’t remove the cloth that is struck to the 
burnt area. 

Cover the area with a dry. Sterile dressing 
and not cotton or other fluffy material. 

Don’t apply butter ointment, oil , ice in the 
area affected. 

Drop, cover and Roll if caught fire or cover 
the person with a blanket immediately. 

- 

 
Bleeding. 
  Cuts, scrapes and puncture can result in bleeding. Severe bleeding 
can be life threatening. To stop bleeding resort to: 

� Direct pressure. 
� Elevation – Lie victim down and raise the injured part above the heart and 

handle gently if you suspect a fracture. 
  The blood gets thicker after bleeding for a few minutes. This is 
called clotting. Clotting slows down bleeding. Bandaging is done to stop 
bleeding and to stop dirt infecting the wound. Change the bandage at least 
once a day and tetanus injection needs to be taken if required. 

Warning. 
� If bleeding from a limb doesn’t stop, apply pressure with hand to pressure 

point. 
� If embedded object in wound, apply pressure either side of wound and 

place pad around it before bandaging. 
� Wear gloves, if possible to guard against infection. 
� If the victim becomes unconscious, follow DRABC. 

Electrocution. 
  Electricity can be very dangerous unless used with care. When an 
accident occurs with electricity, the First Aider must remember that it is not safe 
to touch casualty until the power has been turned off. The signs and symptoms 
include surface and internal burns and breathing and heart beat stopped.

  The best way to treat the person electrocuted is to cut off the power 
supply and remove the victim from the source with non – conductive material. 
Carry out the DRABC exercise and cover the area affected with clean dressing 
and seem/ her to the hospital immediately if necessary. 
Snake Bite. 
  Most of the snakes are harmless. If is because of our fear that 
snakes generally attack us. Snakebites generally occur on the limbs and most 
often on the legs. Always assume the bite to be from a venomous snake. 
Suspected snakebite must be treated with a pressure immobilization bandage. 
 
Do’s  Don’ts 
Keep the bitten limb below the level of the 
heart. 

Don’t keep the person on rest and calm. 
Instruct the person to avoid all movement 
on the area affected. 

Allow bite to bleed freely for 15 – 30 
seconds. 

- 

If the bite is on the limb, apply a firm roller 
bandage two inches away from the wound. 

- 

Wash the affected area with soap and 
disinfect the area. 

- 

The bandage should be loose enough for a 
finger to slip through. 

- 

Constantly check airway, breathing and 
circulation. 

- 

Start resuscitation if needed but see to it 
that there are not wounds in the mouth. 
Suck it out but do not swallow – spit the 
venom out. Rinse your mouth afterwards. 

- 

Shift the patient immediately to the hospital 
and see to it that the person is at rest 
during transport. 

- 

Stay calm.  

 
 Fracture refers to an injury affecting the skeleton and can be caused by 
the application of direct and indirect force. The general signs and symptoms are: 

� Pain at or near the site of injury increased by movement. 
� Movement may be difficult or impossible. 
� Swelling and later bruising of the injured part. 
� Deformity at the site of the fracture. 
� Shock may occur. 

General First aid that could be given to a person is. 
� Check the danger, response, airway, breathing and the blood circulation of 

the victim (DRABC). 
� Always control severe bleeding before immobilizing any fractures. 
� Place sufficient padding to support fracture site. 
� Immobilize fracture sites. 
� Do not force bones back into the wound. 
� Give proper padding before the patient is shifted to the hospital. 
� Apply ice pack on the affected area to reduce pain and control swelling. 
� Treat to prevent shock. 
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Poisoning. 
  Poisoning is any substance that causes injury, illness or death 
when introduced into the body. 
  Ingested poisons are introduced through the mouth by eating or 
drinking poisonous substances. 
  Inhaled poisons are introduced through the lungs by inhaling 
industrial Absorbed poisons are absorbed through the skin via contact with 
poisonous sprays such as pesticides and insecticides. 
Do’s  Don’ts 
Check the danger, response, airway, 
breathing and the blood circulation of the 
victim. 

Don’t induce vomiting. 

Give milk or- water to dilute down the 
poison. 

- 

Monitor vital signs and prevent shock. - 
Observe the amount and colour of vomitus. - 
Check for foreign matter in his or her mouth 
and remove it so that he/she can breath 
freely. 

- 

Place the patient in the recovery position 
and wait for medical assistance. 

- 

Send to hospital. - 

Heat Stroke. 
  It strikes suddenly with very little warning. When the body’s cooling 
system fails, the body temperature rises. This creates an emergency condition. 
  The signs are: the temperature of the boy is very high, hot and dry. 
The skin is red with no sweating and fast pulse rate, dilated pupils, confusion and 
sometimes there might be loss of consciousness. 
Do’s 

� Lower the body temperature by removing / loosing the clothing or fanning 
the person. 

� Put ice pack or cold compresses to the neck, under the armpits and to the 
groin area. 

� Drink lots of fluid and those who perspire more should drink as much fluid 
as possible. 

� Stay away from places that are hot. 
Oral Dehydration Solutions ( ORS ) 
     
    ORS has been a lifesaver in case of dehydration (loss of salt and water in 
the body). The ORS is prepared by dissolving a pinch of salt in a glass of water 
(the amount of salt added should just be enough for the water to taste like tear 
drops) and one tablespoon of sugar to it. ORS helps in restoring back the 
electrolyte balance of our body and re – hydrate it. 
 You too can now make it at home when you feel you are de – hydrated. 
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Precaution in case of nuclear attack. 
 

� The monitoring requirement and personal protective gear must be 
provided to the rescue and relief teams involved in rescue, evacuation and 
decontamination. 

� Injured persons to be evacuated and brought to the first aid posts where 
they should be first decontaminated and provided new clothing. 

� Contaminated clothing material to be packaged and dumped in safe 
areas. 

� Dead bodies/carcasses should be disposed of in incinerators. 
� Seriously injured persons, who cannot wait for decontamination be sent to 

designated hospitals which have “dirty treatment” areas. 
What to do after the Disaster – The following tips shall be useful for both – 
the rescuers and the inhabitants of the affected area. 
 

� If you are at home and hear that there is a disaster warning, you should 
make sure you entire family is aware of the warning. Your family should 
evacuate the house if required. Evacuate to a safe elevated area and 
move in an orderly, calm and safe manner to the evacuation site. 

� Take your Disaster Supplies Kit. Having supplies will make you more 
comfortable during the evacuation. 

� If you evacuate, take your animals with you. 
� Use a local radio or television station for update emergency information. 
� Help people who require special assistance – infants, elderly people, 

those without transportation, large families who may need additional help 
in an emergency situation, people with disabilities, and the people who 
care for them. 

� Avoid disaster areas. Your presence might hamper rescue and other 
emergency operations and put you at further risk from the residual effects 
of floods such as contaminated water, crumbled roads, landslides, 
mudflows and other hazards. 

� Use the telephone only for emergency calls. Telephone lines are 
frequently overwhelmed in disaster situations.  

� Stay out of a building if water remains around it. Food water undermines 
foundations, causing buildings to sink, floors to crack, or walls to collapse. 

� When re – entering buildings or homes, use extreme caution. Food water 
may have damaged buildings where you least expect it. Carefully watch 
every step you take. 

� Use battery – powered lanterns or flashlights when examining buildings. 
Battery powered lighting is the safest and easiest to use and it does not 
present a fire hazard for the user, occupants, or building, DO NOT USE 
CANDLES. 

� Examine walls, floors, doors, staircases, and windows to make sure that 
the building is not in danger of collapsing. 

� Inspect foundations for cracks or other damage. Cracks and damage to a 
foundation can render a building uninhabitable. 
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� Look for fire hazards. There may be broken or leaking gas lines, flooded 
electrical circuits, or submerged furnaces or electrical appliances. 
Flammable or explosive materials may have come from upstream. Fire is 
the most frequent hazard following floods. 

� Check for gas leaks. If you smell gas or hear a blowing or hissing noise, 
open a window and get everyone outside quickly. Turn off the gas using 
the outside main valve if you can, and call the gas company from a 
neighbor’s home. If you turn off the gas for any reason, it must be turned 
back on by a professional. 

� Look for electrical system damage. If you see sparks or broken or frayed 
wires, or if you smell burning insulation, turn off the electricity at the main 
fuse box or circuit breaker. If you have to step in water to get to the fuse 
box or circuit breaker, call an electrician first for advice. Electrical 
equipment should be checked and dried before being returned to service. 

� Check for damage to sewage and water lines. If you suspect sewage lines 
are damaged, avoid using the toilets and call a plumber. If water pipes are 
damaged, contact the water company and avoid using water from the tap. 
You can obtain safe water from undamaged water heaters or by melting 
ice cubes that were made before the tsunami hit. Turn off the main water 
valve before draining water from these sources. Use tap water only if local 
health officials advise it is safe. 

� Watch out for wild animals, especially poisonous snakes that may have 
come into building with the water. Use a stick to poke through debris. 
Tsunami floodwater flushes snakes and animals out of their homes. 

� Watch for loose plaster, drywall, and ceilings that could fall. 
� Open the windows and doors to help dry the building. 
� Shovel mud before it solidifies. 

  
  The above compiled information will certainly impart valuable 
knowledge to be used in disaster – situation. This can be further updated and 
improved so as to cover all possible after – effects resulting from different kinds 
of disasters.
